Showcasing Latest Globally and Locally Invented Technologies for Building a Greener, 
Smarter and Safer City 
 
(25 Apr 2016, Hong Kong) The construction and security industries are very familiar with Build4Asia 
which has been successfully held every two years since 1984. It is now the largest show of its kind 
not only in Hong Kong but for the South East Asian Region in general.

Concurrently, Build4Asia Conference 2016 will be held on 4-5 May dedicated to offer insights on 
“Sustainable Architecture, Design, Building Services and Electrical Engineering” from 19 experts, 
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including Ms Annissa Wong, JP, Director of Environmental Protection Department and Ir Frank Chan, 
JP, Director of Electrical and Mechanical Services Department of the HKSAR Government.  
 
As one of the three elements of the show, the Security sector will offer a unique opportunity for 
industry to learn about “Emerging Threats – Expect the Unexpected in Asia - Cyber Security & Critical 
Infrastructure Security” from the Asian Securitex Conference 2016 on 5 May. The Hong Kong Police 
Force will join forces with security experts to discuss current and upcoming threats from the cyber 
world, radicalisation and lone wolf terrorism.
